While economic growth has delivered higher incomes and is the greatest contributor towards the 

attainment of the First Millennium Goal to eradicate extreme poverty and hunger, this rapid growth has 

also resulted in considerable income and regional disparities. It is therefore of critical importance to

investment regime. In response to these challenges China has been active in reiterating its firm 

commitment to the multilateral trading system and even in exploring the feasibility of a multilateral 

investment regime while setting ambitious targets to move towards a low carbon economy.  

 

Both China and the EU recognise the importance of achieving a sustainable development path and 

stringent targets have been set on both sides to achieve this. In China, sustainable trade and investment 

approaches are emphasised in the 11th Five-Year-Plan and in the soon to be launched 12th 

Five-Year-Plan and in the EU are emphasised in its Sustainable Development Strategy as well as the 

Lisbon Agenda. Tackling climate change and moving towards a low-carbon and energy efficient economy 

is a pro-growth agenda as it offers relevant economic and sustainable opportunities. These joint 

objectives are reflected in the significant number of trade dialogues covering related themes. EU-China 

cooperation should stress the need to concentrate on the positive contribution that trade policy can 

offer.

This list is not exclusive and other relevant stakeholders can be identified prior or during project 

implementation. Cooperation at the provincial level will involve the respective local government 

representatives and stakeholders including the provincial offices of the relevant ministries.  
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1.6 Technical assistance activities 

The EUCTP will work at the central administrative level to provide trade related technical assistance (TRTA) on 

issues of policy, legislative and regulatory developments and at the provincial level on issues of 

implementation and enforcement of trade and investment regulation. 

 

Support will take the form of expert advice, studies, capacity building and training via conferences, workshops 

and internships. Chinese officials will make study visits to Europe and the project will develop E-learning tools, 

information portals and databases to support the wider dissemination of the technical assistance delivered. 

 

The intervention strategy for the project components, namely the prioritisation of beneficiary issues to be 

addressed and the choice of activities will be largely determined by the relevant EU-China policy and 

regulatory dialogues. These dialogues are governed by Terms of Reference constituting the underlying 

framework for cooperation in a given area. Sector and theme specific work-plans to be supported by the 

project will be drawn up taking into account the following. 

 

i) Priorities identified by the corresponding EU-China Trade and/or Investment dialogues  

ii) Priorities issues identified within the relevant strategic planning questionnaires completed by the 

Chinese beneficiaries and EU interlocutors for each technical file within each component of the 

project. 

 

Note: It will be an important priority of the TAT to update TA impact indicators for each Technical file of 

the project and to evaluate progress in reaching these impact indicators following activity 

implementation. This information will then form an important part of the project reporting.  

  

 

1.7 Management of the Project 

  

The project is managed by a dedicated Technical Assistance Team (TAT) based in Beijing which provide 

assistance and report to a Project Task Force (PTF) made up of key MOFCOM staff, MOFCOM being the overall 

Executing Authority. At the operational level the project planners are assisted by the Project Support Team 

(PST), which is a non-permanent structure made up of representatives of beneficiaries and key related 

stakeholders, such as ministries and trade association representatives. All project plans and key decisions on 

budget planning and spending require approval of the Project Steering Committee (PSC) co-chaired by 

MOFCOM and the EUD which sits at least once a year to oversee project steering and approvals of project 

plans. The TAT will design and implement the different trade-related capacity-building activities needed to 

meet the project objectives. These activities will be needs-driven and reach a wide range of Chinese 

beneficiaries.

1.8 Project Management Systems 

The TAT will support the PTF in all aspects of project management. As such, project management systems 

have been introduced for administration, monitoring and evaluation, risk management and the management 

system for mobilising Non-Key experts and overseeing TA quality. Although the TAT has a tried and tested 

approach to TA project management, best practices introduced by the Project Director and PTF will also be 

incorporated wherever relevant.  
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1.9 Standard Operating Procedures 

Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) will be based on the foundation of strong project management 

systems and will be applied to all activity planning and implementation within the Project including all areas 

of technical, operational, administrative and financial management. These SOPs are described in the EUCTP 

Total Quality Management Manual and include:  

 

Technical level SOPs which describe expertise in the sectorial and horizontal trade themes, experience in 

beneficiary needs assessment, strategic planning, TRTA activity design, technical research and analysis and all 

forms of training delivery. Technical level SOPs also include;  

 

Ç Project & Component-Level Administration: monitoring and evaluation, supporting short term 

experts, implementing project activities, activity cycle management, and engaging with 

stakeholders (in process of development); 

Ç Visibility, promotion and dissemination: organising events, producing promotional material, and 

working with stakeholders, awaiting the joining of the Visibility Manager. Reporting and outputs: 

supporting the production of project and component-level reports and outputs. These describe 

for example the 1- page Brief Activity Reports (BARs) prepared immediately on completion of 

each TA activity in order to provide a summary of activity outputs. The BARs are disseminated to 

MOFCOM and EU Delegation within two weeks of the completion of each activity.    

 

Operational level SOPs which are built on the skills required for TRTA delivery in China, which require a 

knowledge of the operating protocols and rules governing how work is implemented under the EU-China 

Trade and Policy Dialogues, within and between Chinese ministries and with the provincial level authorities. 

They also refer to best practices in delivering each TA activity type, e.g. training workshops, seminars, 

conferences and study visits.  

 

Administrative and financial management SOPs describe the knowledge of and adherence to EU financial 

and administrative rules for service contracts. The consortium members through their backstopping team and 

the LT experts have a well-established expertise in the interpretation of and compliance with EU service 

contract rules. Administrative level SOPs also include; 

 

Ç Office Administration: HR/personnel issues, time sheets, suppliers, office protocol, letterheads, 

EU guidelines, and reporting formats (already developed and housed in the project server); 

 

The Overall Work plan (OWP) established at the project outset outlines the guiding principles of the 

project as well as the broad strategic direction of components. The activities which are implemented 

under each of these components during each year of the project are described in the Annual Work Plans 

(AWPs).  
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SECTION 2 ς ANNUAL WORK PLAN AND BUDGET 

2.1 Project Implementation to Date: 

 

The sitting of the Project Steering Committee (PSC) on the 1st March 2011 will mark the presentation and 

formal approval of both the project OWP and first year AWP. The development of these plans during the 

project inception period, 1st September 2010 to 28th February 2011 represent two important outputs of the 

project during its initial inception period. Other implementation achievements to date include the following. 

 

1. First sitting of a PSC on 3rd December 2010 to approve the Initial Plan of Activities, which includes 20 

fast track activities to implemented during the period 1st September 2010-28th February 2011 

2. Meeting on December 2010 of the Project Support Team to support planning of OWP and AWPs 

3. Fully equipped TAT office with functioning management and administration systems and SOPs 

4. Set-up of a fully operational TAT including trained support staff. 

5. Planning for and implementation of up to 20 activities approved as part of the IPA period (a few 

activities have been postponed given availability of counterparts and host institutions. These are 

summarised in Annex 1.  

6. The key experts of the TAT and their project staff have attended a total of 164 meetings with 

beneficiary groups and wider interlocutors during the project inception phase. These meetings have 

been held with the Chinese beneficiaries (ministries and departments) as well as other stakeholders 

including European counterparts, chambers, trade associations and international organisations. A 

summary of the number of meetings is described in table 2. For each meting a log of meeting 

discussions points and actions have been minuted, approved and reported.

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2.2 Component I ς Services 

 

The project will work extensively in the area of financial services during its first 

year, in line with the Overall Work Plan, because the financial sector plays a 

key role in EU-China trade and investment ties and because the project team 

has already established strong ties with beneficiaries in this field. The financial 

services sector (financial stability and policy, banking, insurance and securities) 

is therefore expected to make up the bulk of the tentatively scheduled 

activities under the component. Priorities in financial services include 

Cross-cutting Trade Issues, such as regulatory reform following the global 

financial crisis and potential changes in monetary policy framework as the 

Chinese currency internationalises. They also include issues affecting the 

industry for example cross-border banking regulatory cooperation, solvency 

regulation of insurers and capital markets development.  

 

Regarding other services sectors, the project will support capacity and institutional development in 

services-trade statistics, deepen understanding on services-sector liberalisation and its role in restructuring of 

the Chinese economy. In the field of creative industries the project is scheduled to support research to 

understand the hurdles to EU-China trade and investment in creative and cultural service industries.

The Overall Working Plan of Component II has prioritised themes which 

are cross cutting in relation to the group of policy dialogues and working 

groups between China and the EU for which the Component is 

responsible. These include Product Safety, RAPEX and Market Surveillance, 

Standardisation, Conformity Assessment and TBT issues. Based on such 

prioritisation as well as the strategies of the on-going dialogues and 

working groups, the activities of the first project year will focus on the 

following areas:  

 

Standardisation: It is proposed that activities be organised to strengthen 

the role of SAC in national and international standardisation work applied 

to a range of sectors including SMART electricity grids, ICT.   

Conformity Assessment: A comparative study on risk assessment 

methodologies should permit further enhancement and mutual 

understanding of the differences in approaches, so as to reduce them and facilitate trade while ensuring 

improved safety. Examples will be established through work in the electrical and electronics sector.  

RAPEX: A statistical study to establish indicators to follow the share of Chinese products in the RAPEX 

notifications. A trilateral roundtable between China, EU and US could provide a meaningful contribution by 

bringing the three largest trading partners together to discuss product safety measures.  

TBT: A roundtable discussion has been proposed by MOFCOM to ensure open and transparent discussions 

amongst relevant stakeholders on overarching TBT related policȅ ƛǎǎǳŜǎ ƻƴ /ƘƛƴŀΩǎ ǉǳŀƭƛǘȅ ƛƴŦǊŀǎǘǊǳŎǘǳǊŜΦ Lƴ 

the meantime, training is proposed to be carried out in Hubei province by bringing experts from Europe on 

TBT measures to raise the capacity of local regulatory officials. 

Safety of Cosmetics: Back to back with the next Cosmetics Working Group meeting of the EU-China 

Consumer Product Safety Dialogue, two expert seminars will be organised respectively on alternative 

methods to animal testing in cosmetic testing and the safety of nanotechnology applied in cosmetics. The 

former refers to the EU regulation that now bans unnecessary tests on animals while the latter is to ensure 

that new technologies should produce safe cosmetics for consumers. 

Pharmaceuticals and Medical Devices: An exchange workshop will take place in the margins of the bilateral 

pharmaceuticals dialogue in order to ensure in-depth discussions notably on clinical trials and on the safety of 

active pharmaceutical ingredients. Similarly, a medical devices expert roundtable will be supported by the 

EUCTP on an annual basis in the margins of the DG SANCO-SFDA Dialogue on Medical Devices, functioning as 

technical and operational support to the political discussions. Two seminars may also be organised in China to 

provide training to Chinese producers and exporters on registration procedures of Traditional Herbal 

Medicinal Products and Good Manufacturing Practices for the production of active pharmaceutical 

ingredients.  

Toys: A seminar is proposed to take place to introduce the new Toys Directive on classification of toys and 

interpretation of toy standards.

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3. Bio-technology   (GMO) 

Since 2008, China and the EC DG SANCO have engaged in a dialogue on the international standard 

compliance of Chinese GMOs and GMO containing products exported to the EU. The EU knowledge 

base could support the Chinese efforts to enhance its capacity to detect GMOs. Furthermore, the EU 

could support Chinese efforts to request EU marketing authorisations for Chinese approved GMOs. 

This contributes to EU-China standard harmonisation and will help to ensure the safety and legality of 

Chinese products entering the EU. To support these objectives a variety of activities will be executed, 

such as training to enhance GMO detection capacity, seminars to gain knowledge and skills in 

regulatory aspects and provincial technical assistance to support GMO trade authorisations.  

 

Technical assistance will be delivered through expert consultations, roundtables, expert exchanges, 

workshops/seminars, internships, study visits, comparative and feasibility studies as well as personnel 

exchanges between the EU and Chinese institutions.

Trade facilitation and customs modernisation: While it is

Customs Blueprints.  

 

International merchandise statistics: responding to recommendations made in the needs assessment study 

carried out under EUCTP (Phase II) in October 2009, the project will implement the first 3 of a series of 15 

proposed TA initiatives to support bilateral cooperation on customs statistics between EUROSTAT and GACC.

Combating commercial fraud and smuggling:  a third theme will support priorities under the EU-China 

bilateral agreement on drug precursors in the joint EU-China fight against narcotics. Previous cooperation 

workshops on drug precursors under EUCTP (Phase II) brought together GACC/ China National Narcotics 

Control Commission (NNCC) located under the Ministry of Public Security and DG TAXUD to discuss best 

practice and joint actions. A workshop proposed for 2011 may also be followed by further activities with the 

authorities of Afghanistan with regards to controlling heroin trafficking.  

 

Customs laboratory training will help to support the operation of a network of customs laboratories used for 

the testing of traded goods at their point of entry and exit as part of risk mitigation measures for determining 

narcotics, counterfeiting, anti-fraud and anti-terrorist activities. This theme will contribute to more efficient 

risk based controls and strengthening administrative capacity and advancing the reform process of China 

customs.   

 

IPR enforcement will be addressed by EUCTP in support of the DG TAXUD-GACC joint Action Plan on IPR 

customs enforcement. It is proposed to hold an expert meeting in the framework of EU-China IPR Action Plan- 

Key Actions 1 (exchange of general statistics), and Key Action 2 (customs networks) as well as Key Action 3 

(cooperation with other enforcement agencies). There will also be a session in Europe (1 or 2 days) with other 

law enforcements agencies from China and the EU to discuss Key Action 3 of the Action Plan- The exchanges 

will be designed to improve capacity of customs officers at points of entry/exit.

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SECTION 3 ς Project Visibility and Dissemination 
 

The main target audience for EUCTP visibility activities includes the main project beneficiaries, 
Chinese policy makers and officials at the central, provincial and local levels, Member State 
governments and representatives in China, Chinese and EU business and their intermediaries, and 
academia. Another key group of stakeholders will be the EU institutions, including the commission 
and its various Directorate Generals with interests in the project activities, as well as the European 
Parliament, particularly those parliamentarians and committees with high interest in China (e.g., 
China Committee, International Trade Committee, etc.). Specific visibility and reporting tools will 
target these institutions. Visibility tools are a key priority for the EUCTP as they ensure dissemination 
of technical material to the widest possible group of stakeholders, and build awareness of the EU ς 
China partnership. Visibility tools have been established during the project inception phase (months 
1 to 6) and are used to achieve a number of objectives: 
 

¶ facilitate effective communication with all project stakeholders in China and Europe  

¶ promote project activities and results effectively

For each project activity, in addition to the knowledge or information produced, KEs, PMs and NKEs 
will consider the requirements and methods for dissemination of that information. Visibility planning

Given the large and varied target group of project stakeholders and the range of geographic and 
sector focus, each technical file administered by the project will have a tailored visibility plan which 
makes use of the most relevant project visibility tools linked to the project stakeholders.   
 
Visibility and dissemination will be an important part of all activity planning, and will aim to maximise 
the impact of each activity. The activity visibility plan will be a key project management tool, as will 
the visibility planning matrix for each technical file or component (see OWP). The plan will ensure 
that all stakeholders of an activity are targeted and reached effectively, that all project visibility tools 
are used to their best effect, and will provide a checklist of tasks for project managers. An example 
activity visibility plan is included below. 
 
Using the visibility planning matrix and the activity visibility plan, the TA team will select the 
appropriate project visibility tools to be used for each activity, and define that use. The project 
visibility tools will be selected to best meet the dissemination goals and communicate with the the 
specific stakeholders for each activity.

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3.1 Project branding guidelines 

 

All project deliverables, communications and publications will be delivered in line with the project branding 

guidelines. The guidelines are a set of SOPs that describe the project visual identity and how to use the project 

visual identity templates, in line with European Commission visibility guidelines. These SOPs will allow the TA 

team to deliver activities with a consistent look and feel that build up a recognisable EUCTP identity. This will 

ensure a consistent approach to project promotion online and in promotional materials. 

 

The project visual identity will be used in the design of all project publications, PPTs, training materials, events 

etc. SOPs ensure consistent application of the visual identity.  Project promotional materials will be 

distributed to stakeholders in the form of flyers, notebooks, USBs, bags etc. targeted to high impact recipients. 

A strong project identity will develop greater awareness of the project, its work and messages amongst 

stakeholders. 

 

3.2 Project dissemination tools 

The project dissemination tools provide a range of methods for reaching stakeholders, which will form the 

major channels of communication with stakeholders. The use of these channels will be directed by activity 

visibility planning. 

 

The project website, established in the period of the IPA, acts as portal for access to project information, news, 

resources and events.  The fully bilingual English-Chinese website will serve as a central and comprehensive 

information hub for the Project. It will be designed to be user-friendly (easily accessible and navigable) and to 

house practical project information. The website will inform users about upcoming EUCTP activities in different 

components, background information on events, their objectives, stakeholders etc. The website will provide 

early access to event materials and registration opportunities, location maps, etc., if non-officials are invited to 

attend. A key priority in will be to integrate the EUCTP site with those of the EU institutions, as well as Chinese 

beneficiaries. 

 

Search engine optimisation and a programme of online promotion will ensure that the website will feature 

highly in search results, for example in Google. This will focus on ensuring results in searches for EU and China 

and in key areas such as trade, customs, quality, WTO, competition policy, standards, services, government 

procurement, food safety, GI and CSR, etc. Website analytics tools will measure usage of the website. 

The project will develop regular newsletters for dissemination to stakeholders. The newsletters will promote 

both the project overall and the work of individual components, and will be disseminated via email to target 

recipient stakeholders. The newsletters will be distributed by email, and provide short summaries of articles 

which will link back to the website, maintaining the website as the focus of online promotion. Newsletters will 

be targeted to stakeholder groups, providing tailored information to Chinese beneficiaries, officials, member 

states, EU institutions, etc. 
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The project Brief Activity Reports (BAR) provide a comprehensive 1-page summary of each completed TA 

activity within the project, including activity type, its context, objectives, the beneficiaries, experts or host 

institutions as well as the activity output and results. BARs will be emailed within two weeks of activity 

implementation to MOFCOM, the EU Delegation, and relevant Ministries and DGs. BARs allow project 

stakeholders, especially EU institutions and Chinese government officials to be updated on the project in an 

efficient way.   

 

In addition to BARs the project status update will aim to provide a regular brief summary of project activities, 

and will be distributed to officials in Mofcom and the EC as a reporting tool. The aim is to provide a clear 

oversight of the project throughout the project. The status update will a non-public document and will be

As project activities develop, an extensive project alumni network will be established, which will provide a 

resource for dissemination of project information relevant to this group. Alumni of trainings, study tours and 

internships are also key multipliers for dissemination of information, and will be given access to packaged, easy 

to use tools to disseminate information, for example, bi-lingual publications of training materials online and in 

print, and ELMs. 

 

The project contact database is a user friendly search system for managing project contacts. The database 

allows for the creation of contact lists for BARs, Newsletters, the alumni network and all other project 

communications, and is hosted on the project team internal network. The project activity calendar is an up to 

date, running account of all project activities upcoming within three months. The calendar forms the basis of 

short term communication strategies to promote or report on activities, and will be distributed via Mofcom and 

the EUD to relevant internal stakeholders ς EU institutions, MS embassies, etc. 

 

The project launch event planned for March 2011 will coincide with a visit to China of the EU Agriculture 

Commissioner 5ŀŎƛŀƴ /ƛƻƭƻǒ and will interlock with an EUCTP funded workshop on Geographical Indications. It 

is proposed that in addition to the presence of all key stakeholder groups a strong press contingency is also

3.3 Press and publications 

The Project will disseminate Project activities and achievements to domestic and international media, towards 

national publications of the beneficiary (e.g. Ministry publications which are sent to all local departments at the 

provincial level) and EU publications, as well as trade association and chamber of commerce publications. The 

Project will also prepare background articles and feature stories for news publications, in particular those with 

high relevance to Project activities and EU-China bilateral and trade relations. The Project will carefully monitor 

media and press (TV, radio, online and print) at all levels in order to collect the most relevant communication 

materials related to the Project and to assess the impact of the visibility measures.  
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¢ƘŜ ǇǊƻƧŜŎǘΩǎ press briefing strategy is designed to a) raise awareness of the project and its work, and as a 

source of information on trade issues, and b) to provide background training to Chinese and foreign journalists 

on trade issues and their impact. The briefings will draw a line between effective trade policy, legislation and

better value for consumers, higher quality of products, more public inclusion etc. Briefings will comprise a half 

day, invitation only event, with presentations by experts and the TAT team. 

 

Press conferences will be held to coincide with the opening and/or closing ceremonies of those TA activities 

with very high public interest or where involvement of high level officials warrants a high level of visibility. The 

Chinese government and European Delegation will always be consulted to establish joint agreement on the use 

and organisation of press conferences whether at national or local levels.  

 

Press releases will be prepared in coordination with the beneficiary and the EU. These will be made available 

for all press conference attendees or as stand-alone pieces and provided to press representatives in attendance 

at events or within the projects wider press network.  

In addition, in relevant technical areas, in order to promote or discuss project issues, and working with the EUD 

and relevant Chinese press office, the project will make KE and NKE available to the press. Experts will provide 

information in these areas and be a source of information for journalists. 

 

3.4 Technical dissemination 

This work goes beyond pure visibility actions and will ensure, where possible, the training content and impact of 

TA activities can reach a wider audience of beneficiary groups at the nationwide level. This will be achieved 

principally through cooperation with designated departments or institutes of national Ministries responsible for 

developing national training curriculum for provincial and local level officials. This will be achieved primarily 

through the development of E-learning approaches as the main way of disseminating the training materials. The 

Project will also evaluate different cost-effective dissemination tools such as CD compilations for collections of 

laws, standards, and training materials in order to facilitate impact sustainability and reach wider audiences. 

These will be designed with a user-friendly interface.  

 

E-learning is the convergence of the internet and learning, and exploits the use of network technologies to 

create, foster, deliver and facilitate learning. The delivery of E-learning can be a comprehensive and effective 

learning platform to support beneficiaries in their efforts to reach and train a great number of officials and 

practitioners.  

 

For instance, proposed E-ƭŜŀǊƴƛƴƎ ƳƻŘǳƭŜǎ ƻƴ /ƘƛƴŀΩǎ !ƴǘƛ-Monopoly Law and Competition Policy could be 

developed by competition experts and technical experts under guidance from the Anti-Monopoly Enforcement 

Authorities and in coordination with the Project. In this way it will provide beneficiaries and their networks with 

up-to-date quality information and guidance on competition policy, regulations and guidelines, case studies, 

and reference to EU experience in developing the necessary skills for users with various existing knowledge. In 

addition, as part of the E-learning module a serious game component can be integrated to provide an engaging 

learning environment to help users to learn by experience simulating real cases in a virtual setting. The 

E-learning modules will be made available to the beneficiaries for internal intranet training or be made available 

on the Project website for a wider target audience. Furthermore, E-learning could be used as a precursor to
